 “Photography is an expression of the world we live in and of what we see and experience” Christopher Burkett

Christopher Burkett was born in 1951 and raised in the Pacific Northwest. In 1975 at the age of 24 Burkett became a brother of the Christian Order. It is here where he first picked up a camera that would change his life’s path. Christopher used photography as a way to express grace and beauty in nature. Photography became Burketts passion and in 1979 he left the brotherhood in order to perfect is craft. He also married his wife, Ruth, shortly after leaving the brotherhood. 

For the next 20 years Burkett would work on and perfect his photographic skills. Using photography as a way to express “feelings and inspiration,” (www.overgallery.com) Burkett captured nature and landscape in beautiful color prints. During 20 years of experimenting with his art and capturing the world as he saw it, Christopher ran 4-color printing presses and a laser scanner. This experience helped him to gain an understanding of color which he is known for today. 
Burkett now travels the US with his wife trying to capture nature in its purest form. In an interview, Burkett states, “The purpose of my photography is to provide a brief, if somewhat veiled, glimpse into that clear and brilliant world of light and power.” Today, Christopher works mainly with color, 8X10 transparencies. He is also considered by many to be an expert in Cibachrome because of his sophisticated masking techniques which he has developed over years of experience. Each of Burketts pieces are printed himself by hand and are in many public and private collections around the US. Burkett is a nationally recognized landscape photographer with over 30 years experience and pieces that reveal the world in its purest, most touching form.
