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111 Cory: Notes for CS39J students

You can scan in images from the 2 scanners, transfer them to the computer where you want to run Photoshop, and print to one of the Epson color printers or to the “lw111” black & white printer.

Nikon Coolscan 4000 ED slide/film scanner:

· The Nikon slide scanner is attached to a Mac called C111-13.

· C111-13 runs MacOS9, so there is no login/password (unlike the other Macs.)

· Select Nikon Scan 3 from the Apple menu(upper left on screen)

· Additional parts are available via advanced request to inst@eecs (643-6141). 

· Store the files on a 250-MB ZIP disk to transfer them to the other Macs, 

   or use the  re-writable CD drive on C111-13 to burn the files into a CD.

HP ScanJet flatbed scanner:

· The HP flatbed scanner is attached to a Win2K PC called C111-5.

· C111-5 runs Win2K, so use your Windows logon/password (set domain to “EECS”)

· See instructions on top of scanner.

· Store your files in the U: drive (Win2K home dir) or the X: drive (UNIX home dir)

Retreiving the scanned images:

· Use your shared home directory to transfer the files amongst computers: your MacOSX home dir = your UNIX home dir = X: drive in your Win2K account.
· Use a 250-MB ZIP disk:  ZIP drives are available on the Macs in 111 Cory and the PCs in 119 Cory.  There are none on UNIX systems.
Starting Photoshop:

· On C111-13 (MacOS9): select Photoshop from the Apple menu(upper left on screen)
· Other Macs (MacOSX): login using your UNIX logon/password, select Photoshop from the “Dock” (bottom of screen)
· PCs (Win2K): login using your Windows logon/password, select Photoshop from the Start\Programs menu
Printing from Photoshop:

· On the Macs and PCs, select “lw111” for draft-mode black and white printouts.
· On the Macs, select the “shared Epson printer 1280” for color and photo-quality.
· On the C111-5 PC, select “Epson Photo Printer 1280”.

· We supply standard paper for all 3 printers; if you want photo quality paper, you can purchase it at most paper supply stores.
