Wanted to create a new schedule

· Clicked new schedule

· Lead to Register page

· Confused about the “Already Registered?” link placement

· Fills in and clicks checkboxes

· “I never read the privacy policy” ( Agrees

· Submits

Brings him to the “Edit Schedule” page

For simplicity we give him a general list of classes

Wants to add Math 53

· Chooses Math & 53 from drop boxes

· Clicks “Add” button

· Potential vs Definite? (Todd skipped this step)

Wants to add English 25

· Does the same thing as Math 53

· Todd once again skipped the potential vs definite step

Wants to add Physics 7A

· Does the same thing again and skips the same step

· He questions about binding classes (e.g. Lab & Disc grouped together)

· Assume that all classes are color coded

Math 53 – 3 lectures, 1 discussion a week

Physics 7A – 2 Lectures, 1 lab, 1 discussion a week

Now he’s going to walk through the process of removing conflicting classes

· Noticed there are conflicts

· Lab & Lecture conflicting so he’s deciding to pick one

· Removes Math 53 discussion on Tuesday since it conflicts with his English 25 class (which is only offered at one time)

· Clicks the “X” in corner to remove class from schedule

· Removes Physics 7A lecture 2 because it conflicts with the only other remaining Math 53 discussion

· Notes that Physics 7A lecture 2 discussions and labs should disappear too…

· Notices there are no more conflicting classes so that means he needs to choose which remaining sections he wants

· Wants to be done on class Fridays earlier so he removes those two sections

Now he wants to know where the class is or who teaches the class

· Click the class name link (e.g. Math 53) to learn more

· Says where the class is, time, location (map it), CCN, professor reviews, 

Clicks “Map It”

· Dwinelle is highlighted since he clicked Map it from the info box

· Clicks “Monday”

· Dwinelle highlighted

· Clicks “Tuesday”

· Pimentel and Wheeler highlighted

· Arrows from location to location drawn

· Clicks “Wednesday”…so forth

· Questions

· Do the arrows show a starting point?

· I wouldn’t know if I started at Pimentel and go to Cory...

· Is there an easy way to print the map?

Clicks “Print View”

· Printer friendly

· Presses save first 

· Didn’t want to save as PDF at first so he clicks in dropdown and sees CSV or XLS but didn’t like those so he saves as PDF

· Then presses print button

· Print dialogue, etc

He wants to view his friend’s schedule

· Clicked “Home” to get to main page

· Type in his user ID only and clicks submit

· He wants to compare schedule (his printout vs the computer screen)

He needs to pick up another class

· Opens his existing schedule

· Types in UID and pass and then hits submit

· “Advance search” pops up over schedule

· Goes to Prefer section instead of No Class section

· List comes up with: Math 53, English 25, Physics 7A, History 168, IEOR 268, Physics 7B

· Doesn’t want 7B cause he’s taking 7A

· Sees that IEOR 268 is TuTh 8-9:30 AM

· Conflicts with Physics so he doesn’t choose this

· Sees that History 168 is MWF 8-9AM

· Checks the “Display” box

· Assuming that the times are switched

· Still doesn’t want to take 7A

· Only class that works is IEOR 268 but it’s graduate class

· Wants to filter out graduate courses so that the “Find me” doesn’t show them anymore

· Doesn’t know what to do

· Goes to help and clicks the “Filter” section

· “For additional filters please see preferences”

Wants to filter out the graduate classes

· Goes to preferences page

· Sees nothing useful there

· Goes back to help and reads in the “Add Class” page

· Suggestion on where to put it is under the preferences section with a new tab

· We created a new tab, he unchecks the graduate box

· He also unchecks the upper division classes cause hes not at that point in life yet

Has to redo the find me a class

· Only stuck with Physics 7B

Wants to logout

· Expects that everything is saved automatically

· If there were a save button, he’d click that otherwise if there isn’t, he’d click log out
