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To login to UNIX and run XWindows programs: 

1. Start Exceed.  (Start\Programs\Exceed\Exceed). The default settings are usually sufficient. Don't use the Xlogin or Xstart 'telnet' login features.  Exceed runs in the background and puts a button on the task bar at the bottom of your screen. 

2. Start SSH.  (Start\Programs\SSH Secure Shell\Secure Shell Client).  Enable "Tunnel X11 Connections" in the SSH window (Edit\Settings\Tunneling). 
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3. Login to the UNIX computer in the Ssh window (go login to "quasar.cs.berkeley.edu" for Cadence, max, sue). 

4. Type an XWindows command such as "xterm" or “sue” at the UNIX command. A window from the UNIX system should pop up on your PC screen. 

Troubleshooting Exceed and Ssh problems: 

Here are some common errors and their causes.

	You type the UNIX command (such as "xterm") and you get an error similar to 

X connection to 128.32.138.27:11.0 broken (explicit kill or server shutdown). 
	The X WIndow server (Exceed or MacX) is not running on local computer. 
	Start Exceed or MacX on your desktop computer.

	
	The .Xauthority file in the user's UNIX directory is old. 
	Delete .Xauthority file in your UNIX acocunt; login again to UNIX account.

	
	The UNIX account is over its disk quota; this prevents the .Xauthority file from being written
	Reduce UNIX disk usage and login to the UNIX account again

	You type the UNIX command (such as "xterm") and you get an error similar to 

Error: Can't open display: 
OR
Error: Can't open display: cory.eecs.berkeley.edu:0.0 
	"X11 Tunneling” (aka “X11 Forwarding") is not enabled in the Ssh window.
	Logout from UNIX, enable "Tunnel X11 Connections", login again.

	
	You have an old 'setenv DISPLAY' command in your .cshrc or .login file
	Remove all hard-coded 'setenv DISPLAY' commands, logout, login again.
